Sub:           Fixing Bottle Seal on all laden containers to be handled at Indian Ports / Terminals
          
As a part of Port security measure and minimize pilferage of containerized cargo, it is being decided that all the laden boxes / containers arriving at Indian Ports / Terminals by any mode i.e. by sea or by rail or by road, must affixed-up with bottle seal (and not Strip seal). Any Laden container without proper bottle seal will be charged penalty of USD 100 per container + the cost of the HSS seal
All Shipping Lines, Shipping Agents, CFS operators and EXIM Trade partners are requested to take note of this Trade Notice and extend their co-operation by giving wide publicity for ensuring handling of laden containers arriving at Indian Ports/Terminals, with proper bottle seal with effect from 1st July 2005.
