· Clock start - date of discharge 

· Clock end -  to date of empty container return.

· All Inbound container must be pulled out and returned within the Freetime prescribed above.  Our office requires at least 3 days freetime from the date of container release.  Meaning, if a container is to be withdrawn from the terminal on the 9th day of Freetime, customer must pay additional 2 days to cover the turnaround time.  All credit balances are refundable as per process. 

· Containers unreturned 11 days after freetime will incur twice the detention penalty.
