               ANNOUNCEMENT No. 273/2553 OF MARINE DEPARTMENT  
SUBJECT:  REGULATIONS FOR PERMISSION TO THE LOADING AND UNLOADING OF THINGS WHICH MIGHT GIVE RISE TO DANGER
-------------------------------------

            By virture of Section No. 191 of the Navigation in Thai Territorial Water Acts A.D. 1913 on the loading and unloading of things which might give rise to danger from one vessel to another vessel, unloading from a vessel onto land or loading from land onto a vessel, the master or ship agents must inform to the Harbor Master not less than 24 hours in advance prior to the loading and unloading and it is forbidden to carry out the loading and unloading until permission has been obtained from Harbor Master.  In compliance with the same regulations and criteria for the approval, the Director of Marine Dept. in the position of Harbor Master would announce as follow: 
1. To repeal the Marine Dept.’s announcement No. 279/2542 on “Permission to loading and unloading of things which might give rise to danger” dated 30th August 1999

2. In this announcement, “things which might give rise to danger” means things are as per Marine Dept.’ s announcement No. 353/2529 on the classification of things and things which might give rise to danger dated 15th December 1986 and the additional amendments including  
      4 types of persistent oil i.e. crude oil, fuel oil, lubrication oil and low
      speed diesel oil.

3. Anyone who wishes to apply permission to loading and unloading things which might give rise to danger are required to submit the application form as prescribed to the Marine Safety and Environment Bureau or to the branch of Marine Dept. as the case may be which is responsible for the area of loading and unloading together with the documents as required for consideration to permit for the loading and unloading as follow:
For Thai flag vessels:    
(1) Valid Ship Certificate.

(2) Copy of the loading and unloading permission of things which might give rise to danger from Marine Dept. from the domestic terminal/port in the country which is the port of loading.

                  For Foreign flag vessels:

(1) Dangerous Cargoes Manifest

(2) International Oil Pollution Prevention Certificate in case of foreign vessels carrying oil or substance similar to oil in the tank or

(3) Certificate of Fitness for the Carriage of Chemicals in Bulk in case of foreign vessel carrying liquid chemical in the tank.

4. For the safety and to prevent any pollution incurred to environment in the river, regulations to give permission for loading and unloading are to be considered as follow:

(1) Types of thing which might give rise to danger.

(2) Type of packing and loading in bulk or container.

(3) Suitability of port or place to loading and unloading.

(4) Measure to safety for the discharge.

(5) To arrange the insurance covering the damage in order to protect the casualty from loading and unloading things which might give rise to danger.  The insurance must be insured with the insurance company as licensed to do the insurance business under the governing insurance law or a member of P & I Club.

(5.1) Damages mean damage to life, body, health, mental affect, damage to property including expenses incurred for the remove, move, remedy, relieve the loss including recovering back to the original condition or at close which include damage to animals, plants, environments, natural resources, country property or unclaimed property caused by the incidents from the loading and unloading dangerous goods.
(5.2) The insurance coverage should commence from the vessel entering into Thai territorial water until the destination and from port of loading until passing Thai territorial water depending upon circumstances.
(5.3) The amount insured of such insurance policy should not be less than the standard as follow:
(1) The amount insured for damage to life, body, health or mental affect resulting from the damage to body and health should not be less than Baht 500,000 (Five hundred thousand baht) per person per incident.

(2) Prior to the actual damage being proved and upon request, the insurer has to pay first the compensation to the injured person as follow:
(2.1) In case of injury, the insurer will advance payment for hospital treatment as actual not less than Baht 15,000 (Fifteen thousand baht) per person.

(2.2) In case of death, the insurer will pay for funeral and other related expenses at Baht 35,000 (Thirty five thousand baht) per person.

                                 (4) The amount insured to cover the whole damage

      should not be less than five hundred million per

      incident.

(5) Compensation to the injured person in this case

      will not deprive the right of injured person to

      seek the claims of damage as per Civil and
      Commercial Law. 
5. When the Harbor Master has verified the evidence, documents and regulations  to consider the permission to load and unload things which might give rise to danger are correct, the Harbor Master will issue the permission certificate to load and unload things which might give rise to danger.

6. A permission certificate to load and unload things which might give rise to danger is valid for loading and unloading of one voyage only with permission period to loading and unloading not over 5 days.

In the case of loading and unloading things which might give rise to danger at more than one port call, the applicant should submit the application for permission to load and unload from the said port.

7. In the case of unable to finish the loading and unloading things which might give rise to danger within the period allowed, the applicant might submit the application with reasons and necessity for extension of the permission certificate.
8. This announcement will be valid within 45 days after publishing in the Royal Gazette.
