	Qingdao – Port Update

Following on from our last week’s “Qingdao – Port Update” there have been some changes in conditions.

· Heavy fog has continued to close the port for long periods for 4 days last week.

· Strong wind and heavy storms have also closed the port for extended periods last weekend.

· The Harbour Master closed the port for Special Olympic activities on Monday this week.

· The port is again closed today due to strong wind and rough sea.

· There are 30 container ships at anchor waiting for a berth. This is an improvement on last week when there were 69 vessels waiting to berth. 

· Qingdao is the venue for sailing events in the upcoming Olympic Games. It is most likely that there will be ongoing closures for pre-Olympic work in addition to closures during the Olympic and Para Olympic Games.

· The blue/green algae bloom is reported to have been mainly cleaned up. There are floating booms in place to stop further spread of the remaining algae present in the Harbour. Speed restrictions will continue being applied.

· Acceptance of inbound cargo to Qingdao (northbound from Australia) has been temporarily suspended until conditions abate and improve.

· Restricted acceptance of outbound cargo (southbound to Australia) is continuing, however if you have enquiry please request through you local OOCL office.

Our purpose in this message is to keep you up to date of the conditions in Qingdao.
