	Introduction of Advance Manifest Rule in China 1st January

China Customs has announced new Customs rules for a 24-Hour Advanced Manifesting which will be effective on 1st January, 2009. 
Under this new rule, all import cargo to China has to have Advanced Manifest lodged 24 hours before loading of the cargo. 
The new 24 hour rules cover both China Import and Export cargo and has defined information to be submitted electronically.
We understand that the information required will not be different to the information currently supplied to PRC authorities by lines and cargo interests. However there will be some changes in the reporting channels and deadlines. 

We will keep you advised of developments as they become available.



	High Security Seals (HSS) are Mandatory 

 to USA Ports 
High Security Seals are now mandatory to be affixed on containers arriving in USA ports as from 15th October, 2008.

As previously advised, this requirement is from the US Customs and Border Protection Agency and will be enforced by them. Should there be any costs involved by non-compliance with these regulations; the costs will be to the account of the cargo.
