	Application of Terminal Handling Charge at Discharge Port (THD)  on
Imports from North America

There have been inconsistencies on the method of quoting rates on imports from North America. Some rates are quoted with THD extant, other rates have THD included. In order to achieve consistency in the method of quoting rates, with effect from 1 June 2009, rates from North America will be quoted with Terminal Handling Charge – discharge (THD) A$235.00 per container as a separate charge.
Opening of Bahrain New Port Khalifa Bin Salman Port – (KBSP) 
on 1st April 2009
There has been a change in the terminal operation for Bahrain .Effective 15th April 2009, all operational activities at Old Port - Mina Salman Port [MSP], Kingdom of Bahrain has been terminated.

The new port in Bahrain, the KHALIFA BIN SALMAN PORT (KBSP) started operational activities from 1st of April 2009.  

The new port/terminal (KBSP) is situated in the Hidd Area, which is approximately 15-20 kilometres from the old Mina Salman Port (MSP).

Any cargo that has been left undelivered at the old port will be transported to the new terminal for delivery.
