	Random Inspections on Dangerous Goods cargo
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With the increased number of incidents involving DG leakages occurring in recent years, special attention has been drawn to the potential risks of dangerous goods cargo, including cargo leaking cases, due to improper packing of the cargo inside the container.

To increase the safety of our employees, customers’ cargo and properties on shore and at sea when carrying dangerous goods containers, OOCL is introducing a global policy of random inspections on dangerous goods containers. 

Through this policy, we aim to implement a container inspection program to mitigate potential risks to shore/sea staff when handling or carrying DG cargo. The Policy promotes the keen awareness of safety for shippers via a random inspection process and helps to focus on the safety aspects and to protect all parties in the process. 


	China 24 Hour Rule
OOCL is implementing the submission of the China Advanced Manifest 24 Hour Rule on a trade by trade basis. This is to remind customers of our previous advices, that the Australia / China trade implementation is effective from 1st July 2009. 
As part of the additional work incurred for complying with this government requirement, and in line with the convention in the Australia / USA trade, an AMS fee of US$25 per bill of lading is being implemented as from 1st  July, 2009.


	The “OOCL Australia” Awarded 'Best Quality Ship of 2008' by Japanese Pilot Association
Many of our customers and other friends will recall the maiden voyage of the “OOCL Australia” in 2006.
The ship has been re-deployed in other trades and is now operating in the Inter Asia Trade between Singapore and Japan.
Earlier this week the OOCL Australia received the ‘Best Quality Ship Award 2008’ from the Japanese Pilot's association. The award, which was established in 2003, was intended to enhance awareness about environment protection in the maritime field.
