	Harmonised Codes Required for Transhipment Cargoes in Port Kelang

Malaysian authorities have announced that all cargoes being transhipped at Port Kelang from 1st May 2009 will need to have the cargo descriptions accompanied by declaration of the Harmonised Codes for the cargo. Shippers are requested to declare the Harmonised Code on the forwarding instruction for each cargo line being transhipped at Port Kelang.
