Palletising of Cargo for Riyadh
The Saudi Railways Organisation has a requirement that all containerised cargo, discharged in Dammam, for rail movement for Riyadh Dry Port, must be palletised for cargo protection purposes. It is recommended that all cargo destined for Riyadh Dry Port be pre-palletised. Should cargo arrive in Dammam un-palletised. there will be fines levied again the consignee and additional expenses incurred, these also will also be charged to the consignee.
EU bans Methyl Bromide Fumigation

The European Union has banned the use of Methyl Bromide for fumigation in EU countries. Australian strict quarantine regulations require fumigation of certain products for importation into Australia.
