USA law requires that that the actual address of the final delivery in the USA be shown on documentation. A consignee office address may be shown on the documentation, however  the final delivery address is also required to be shown. Additionally, all heavy and high density cargo must be declared on documentation.

	China 24 Hour Rule

Shippers are reminded that the China 24 hour rule, where China Customs give  confirmation that individual cargo may load, is progressing. Compliance now required. There is a parallel run period in operation for an undetermined time. This period may change quickly with very short notice. Shippers are reminded to have fully prepared systems in place for lodging of shipping instructions 54 hours before vessel arrival at load port. The Vessel Information Board announced in this issue will be useful for customers in determining the 54 hour requirement.

China authorities have advised that there will be tightening of restrictions on DG cargo movement through the port of Shanghai during the World Expo. The period involved is 1st April to 30 September, 2010.
