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Dear ladies and gentlemen,

The peak season on AET might come to it end, but we will only get to know after the China holidays if the space pressure will be reduced to a more comfortable level or will remain until the end of the year.
But we can already see the heavily increasing space demand on the North Atlantic. Vessels are fully booked for the next 2 weeks already and it will not be easy to find enough space to support all demands in October.

1. AET new  WB rates 
The new AET rates have been circulated.  All vessels are still +100% utilized and space demand is extreme high in Asia before the holiday season. 
2. Low water allocation in Canada
Due to the ongoing dry weather the water level of the St. Lorenz is getting lower every week. We see reduced allocation in addition to an already full ship scenario. 
3. New tri-axle charge
With effect from October 1st 2009 the OWC in the US and Canada will be increased to USD 250 per unit
 
4. Chassis supply in Canada

With effect from October 1st 2009 chassis will no longer be provided in the USA for TAG moves (this applies both eastbound and westbound). Much of the customer notification will be required in NAT although we should take steps to alert pertinent customers in EUT for the benefit of their appropriate planning.

For door deliveries undertaken by OOCL we will use trucker chassis. For CY moves cargo interests will be required to arrange chassis with their trucker.

5. Low water advance warning

The water level on Rhine River dropped down continuously and reached extreme low levels.
