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Dear ladies and gentlemen,
After half of the year is over we see cargo volume returning. Currently we do face full ship scenarios AET inbound and outbound, with the AET westbound peak season being ahead of us.  We hope that this is a constant trend to recovery of the AET trade.

1. AET new  WB rates 
The new AET rates have been circulated and the full GRI level had to be added to the existing rate levels.  All vessels are +100% utilized and space demand is extreme high in Asia.
2. CSCL pull out of Atlantic trade
China Shipping confirms that effective week 37 their slot chartering arrangements to the US East coast; Gulf and Mexico will be terminated. The service is operated in conjunction with Evergreen and CMA-CGM. Evergreen and China Shipping have now both served notice that their participation will end with the week 37 sailing “CMA-CGM Lotus”. 

3. Hapag-Lloyd and OOCL to cooperate with MSC on North Atlantic service
SLCS (St. Lawrence Co-ordinate Services) members, OOCL and Hapag-Lloyd, announce they will rationalize their jointly-operated SLCS1 North Atlantic service/ GEX1 with the Canadian Gateway service of Mediterranean Shipping Co (MSC), known as the Montreal Express 1. 

The first sailing of the new service, which has the objective of providing better overall port coverage for our customers, will be the OOCL Belgium ETD Antwerp on July 30, 2009.

The partners will deploy 4 vessels, OOCL Belgium (2,808 TEUs), Hapag-Lloyd’s Mississauga Express (2,808 TEUs), MSC Suez and MSC Jordan (both 3,007 TEUS).

Port rotation will be Montreal, Liverpool, Antwerp, Bremerhaven, Le Havre, Liverpool and Montreal. 

The other SLCS weekly service, SLCS2/ GEX2, covering Montreal, Hamburg and Antwerp, is not part of this rationalization and remains unchanged. 

 
4. Japan out ports served via Singapore

Since the end of June OOCL has started to serve Yokohama and Osaka via Singapore as transshipment port. Whether there shall be no impact to the Yokohama cargo vs. transshipment via Tokyo, the Osaka cargo will have to take 5-7 add day’s transit time
